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During the run  

From 5.20pm we’ll start calling you all to the start line for the 
welcome and race briefing, ready for a 5.30pm start. The 10K route 
is two laps.  The first lap includes a short extra loop, through the 
secret garden.  The vast majority of the route is on trail and 
woodland paths through beautiful woodland, picturesque grounds 
and around the impressive lake. The course will be well signposted 
and there will be over 20 marshals on the route to cheer you on and 
assist if the need arises. 

On lap 1 there is a short section through a residential area. Please 
bear in mind there may be cars and marshals may ask you to run on 
the pavement. 

Along the route your friends, families and colleagues will be cheering 
you on. There will be a water station manned by our volunteers – 
we’re only providing cups of water to keep waste to a minimum, so 
please don’t forget to bring your own reusable bottle to carry with 
you while you run.   

After the run  

Please be sure to cross the timing mats to ensure you get an official 
finish time. There will be water and t-shirts available next to 
Glasshouse entrance.
